Using Pratt & Lambert’s
Opulence Pearl paint color on
the custom-designed mantel
($1,950 at Distinctive Mantel
Designs), Kelker was able to
add an accent of shimmer in
an unexpected place—the fire-
place. Hint: She used the same
color on the ceiling, giving the
room a noticeable glow in the
midday sun.



Light and Dark

Don’t be afraid of creating con-
trast. The dark-velvet accent
pillow ($240 at HW Home)
really makes the stark white of
the linen chair pop.

Classical Style

The ornate, scalloped Italian-
made Essex lamp table ($5,685
at Ebanista) is one of the most

classic, traditional pieces in the
room.

The Little Things
Flourishes, like nailhead trims
and tassels, are common to
traditional style and create
simple, elegant details.
